Sarah would stay working with ComCare 
Kitchener, we would continue to live with 
her parents, we’d be able to stay involved 
in our home church and Greg would con-
tinue to commute to Toronto to com-
plete his second year of the three year 
diploma program at Master’s College and 
Seminary (MCS). But things don’t always 
go as planned, do they? Early this summer 
we were informed that MCS would be 
moving to Peterborough. All of a sudden 
the commute time, which is now twice as 
long, doesn't make sense anymore. So yes, 
we are on the move again. This time to 
Peterborough. Although this has turned 
our plans upside down, we realize that 
this is a great and exciting move for the 
college and we know that God is in con-
trol and trust that he has a plan for us in 

Peterborough. 
So after some intense apartment search-
ing on Kijiji and then an  apartment hunt-
ing trip to Peterborough, we have found a 
place to stay. It’s not at any of the places 
that we researched before hand but we 
have decided to live at the school’s cam-
pus. After our exhausting search for 
apartments we decided to check out the 
campus and visit some of the staff and 
faculty. It was there that we were in-
formed about the apartment and after 
taking a look at it and finding out the 

price, we knew that this would be the 
most suitable place for our needs. We are 
so thankful for how this provision has 
come. Now the search for a job for Sarah 
has begun. She has applied to a number of 
agencies and has two interviews lined up 
for the second week of September. We 
would appreciate your prayers as Sarah 
continues to look for a job and also that 
we would have a smooth transition mov-
ing to Peterborough. Our moving date is 

September 6. 

Another exciting change that was a little 
more anticipated and expected was our 
acceptance to ACTION International. 
This past July 1st we flew into Calgary, 
Alberta and were met at the airport by 
ACTION Canada’s director Wayne Whit-
bourne. From Friday to Saturday morning 
we had orientation and on Saturday after-
noon we met with the ACTION board. 
After previously reviewing our application 
and then meeting with us they decided to 

accept us as fulltime missionaries.  

While out west, we had the privilege to 
do a bit of travelling through the Rockies 
and also to visit Greg’s uncle and family
