As we look to 
leaving, we wanted to share some of our goals for ministry in Cambodia.  Goals are important so that our efforts will not be 
without aim, so that our work will have lasting eternal value before our Lord (1 Cor. 9:26-27).  These goals will be constantly 

evaluated and honed for the purpose of better using the gifts that God has given us for His glory (1 Peter 4:10ɀ11).

home (1 Timothy 3:4-5) and so this is a priority, especially with the relocation to a new culture, apart from family and friends.  This 
includes finding a suitable house to rent, transportation, getting the appliances and furniture we need, making any necessary repairs.  
A second immediate goal is language study.  This necessitates hiring a tutor and attending classes as Nathan refreshes his language 
skills and Christiana learns Khmer. 
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Immediate Goals 

Discipleship is clearly an essential aspect of the ministry that God has entrusted to us, as stated in the Great Commission (Matthew

tered and Christ exalting, and so in order to foster the growth of those we disciple, as well as the Church at large, we plan to system-
atically translate books that are biblically grounded in the Truth.  Another significant goal is maintaining and strengthening the rela-
tionships with our Action Cambodia team mates.  We are truly blessed with Beth Andaya, and the Beck and Lopez families, especially 
as we anticipate our transition into the country.  We are excited to work alongside these wonderful individuals, sowing and reaping 
the spiritual harvest together. 

Ongoing Goals 

If the Lord should so grant, it is our future desire to have an 
institution to train up men for the ministry of the Gospel.  In the 
beginning stages, this might only be in an informal setting, but 
our long-term goal would be a formal setting with an education 
center and additional team members to train and teach those in 
attendance.  Another long-term goal is the re-translation of the 
Khmer Bible.  The current versions available are not adequate 
for in-depth study.  It is our aim to instill a high view of God and 
His Word that would lead Cambodian Christians to desire a bet-
ter translation of the Scriptures that is more faithful to the 
original text.
