2" Mile Campus

As we share our story, we realize we should include more news and information about the ministry.
So, with each newsletter, we decided we will come up with some FAQs (Frequently Asked Ques-
tions) to help you understand the work we will be involved in.

What and where is 2" Mile? 2™ Mile Compound is the where the three ministries: Working
Hands, Honest Hands, Mustard Seed is located. It is located in Balubad 2, Silang, Cavite, Phil-
ippines (approximately 2 hours south of Manila)

Is 2" Mile where you will be staying? Yes. Aside from the vocational school, 2" Mile Com-
pound also has housing for the missionaries who are serving at the school. Thankfully, one
of the houses is available and is being reserved for us.

What will you be doing at 2" Mile? Wayne will be the School Chaplain — leading Bible studies
and devotionals, following up the graduates, and assisting the instructors in the shop.
Phoebe will be assisting in the administrative needs of 2™ Mile but she will also be
homeschooling their son, Jouren.

Next newsletter, we will tell you more about Honest Hands Discipleship Home. The goal is to be
able to disciple, encourage and challenge young men from rough backgrounds (street kids, school
drop outs, squatter kids) to grow strong and deepen their faith in Jesus Christ as they serve Him.
