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 When missionary James Calvert left England to serve known cannibals on the island of  Fiji, many tried to 
dissuade him, sure that he was facing certain death. In a last ditch effort, the ship’s captain admonished, “You’ll lose your 
life and the lives of  those with you if  you go among such savages.” To that, Calvert replied, “We died before we came 
here.”

 While the difficulties of  modern missionaries seldom 
includes true martyrdom, the process of  support raising and field 
preparation are definitely the time to die to self. It’s not easy to ask 
folks to contribute their hard-earned money, even if  it is for the 
sake of  the Gospel. It’s not easy to turn away my own income and 
perceived self-sufficiency and rely solely on God’s provisions. It’s 
not easy to leave community, family, church, and friends to face the 
unknown. But I find myself  becoming more and more convinced 
that while it may not be easy, it is a privilege and an honor for 
which I am grateful. 

 That being said, I ask for your prayers not just for 
financial and prayer support, but for the process going on in my 
own soul. Some days it’s easy to share the ministry, while other 
days the journey seems like I’m trudging uphill in a blizzard, er, 
typhoon. Pray that I would die to self, so that Christ may live in 
me (Galations 2:20).

    While I am trusting God for His  good and 
perfect timing for my arrival in the Philippines, it 
would seem that He’s  leading for this  to happen 
by year-end for several reasons:
- an ideal, used vehicle may be available for 
$9,000, but due to lack of storage I need to be 
there to purchase it in December
- my lease is  up at the end of the year in my 
current rental, at which point new renters  will 
move in
- my airline status  which allows  me an additional 
40 lbs. of luggage expires  and will not be 
renewed; while this  is  minor, it would save me 
additional shipping costs
     However, in order to leave by the end of the 
year, I need an additional $2000 per month of 
incoming support and a minimum of $1000 
more in my outgoing fund. While this  seems 
huge, our  God delights in surprising us 
with His ability to do the seemingly 
impossible. If you are considering a financial 
partnership, now is  the time to commit! I cannot 
(nor would I want to) go alone. 
     Just as  the Apostle Paul wrote to the 
Corinthian church, above all I would ask that 
you give yourselves  first to God, then as  God 
leads, to this  ministry as  you are able through 
prayer and finances (2 Corinthians 8:1-7).
