February 14 was the day that my 

application to serve with  

ACTION Philippines (a ministry 

of Action International Minis-

tries) was approved.  The appli-

cation process began with me 

submitting a ministry proposal 

to the Philippine field office and 

dialoguing with them on the 

possibility of me pursuing my 

vision of planting a dual office/ 

local church.  The leadership 

team approved the proposal; I 

then underwent the complete 

application process, and joined 

full pledge last February.  Then 

when I was stateside reeducating 

my supporters on where to give, 

I had the opportunity to go to the Action 

International Ministries USA office in Seattle, 

Washington. 

At the ACTION USA office I was briefed on 

the support I would receive from ACTION.  

To say that I was highly impressed would 

probably be an understatement.  Just the fact 

that you are currently reading a hard-copy 

newsletter is evidence of some of the support 

that I receive.  Other items such as òthank 

youó notes from the USA director and 

monthly receipts/reminders are support I 

look forward to receiving.  Yes, it does 

come at a price but that is really only a part 

of life in general.

The essential characteristics of KingdomLife are:  

¶ KingdomLife is an elder rule church. 

¶ KingdomLife will employ two ministry offices, that of the evangelist and that of the pastor. 

¶ Leadership offices and all church leaders are equippers, the members are the workers. 

  

KingdomLife is a celebration/cell style church (centralized/decentralized).  The purpose of having a cell church is to consolidate the 

resources so that they can be strategically utilized throughout the target group.  All cell groups will have a ministry focus of both 

pastoring the believers in the group and also serving the community with a ministry cause such as health awareness or community 

development at which time the gospel will be presented.  

  

KingdomLife Ministries will utilize a style of teaching called expository narrative when teaching doctrinal sections of Scripture.  

That is using stories to convey truth so as to assist oral learners in their discovery and retention of truth.

As Sam was driv-

ing to the office he noticed on the shoulder of the highway the van 
marked òCounty Correction Facilitiesó and saw a group of inmates 

wearing black and white stripped jump suits picking up trash on the 

side of the road.  Half the group looked like to Sam to be illegal 

aliens and he thought to himself that he should offer to pay for the 

gas to send them all home.  Before reaching his office Sam needed 

to stop for gas and while filling his tank he noticed a pick-up truck 

full of foreigners who looked like construction workers.  òThese 

people are taking away our jobs and causing a strain on our soci-

ety,ó Sam thought.  Then as the truck pulled out from behind the 

gas pumps he did notice that the truck belonged to the State High-

way Department.  It turns out the workers were actually on a 

crew that patches the potholes in our roads making our travel 

more comfortable and they do so by working with extremely hot 

tar and often hazardous conditions.  Also the workers were 

screened by the State and they all were here legally, but none of 

this would have mattered to Sam as his mind was already made up 

as to what kind of people these foreigners are. 

  

Several hours after Sam was at work in his office, in walked two 

county sheriff deputies who announced that they had a warrant for 

Samõs arrest.  Sam was shocked; òthis cannot beó he 

exclaimed.  òWhat is the warrant for?ó he inquired.  

The law enforcement officers told him that he was 

being charged with tax fraud as he lied about the value 

of his properties so as to evade taxes.  It turns out 

that the county had on numerous occasions reassessed 

Samõs properties but each time Sam would restate the 

figure and fail to pay the correct taxes.  As the cuffs 

were clicked over his wrists Sam knew that he was in 

trouble.
